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While much of the CDNST
follows constructed single-track
trail on public land, several
sections remain to be
completed. These gap areas
require travelers to use highway
and local roads to connect
constructed trail sections. For
example, the Muddy Pass gap
near Steamboat Springs, CO
requires traveling along 15 miles
of high speed highway through a
patchwork of land ownership to
connect trail in the Parks and the
Hahns Peak-Bears Ears ranger
districts of the Medicine
Bow-Routt National Forest.
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
